Picower College Success Program – Focuses on all Level 1 readers in 8th grade. Students are given helpful strategies to assist them with improving their reading skills.

Spring Board Program – Focuses on low level 1 & 2 students

Compass Program – Focuses on students that were retained more than twice. 

Pull Out Program – Focuses on level 1 & 2 Math students. Teachers work with small groups of students to assist them with strategies in order to show mastery of FCAT benchmarks.

Pass Program – Focuses on students that received a failing grade in any academic class. Teachers work with those students after school to assist them with strategies in order to show proficiency in those courses.
